Guidelines for submission of a research article
The manuscript should present original, unpublished empirical study based on quantitative, qualitative or mixed research methodologies. The length of the manuscript should be from 27 000 to 36 000 characters, including spaces; this comprises references, but excludes an appendix. The title concisely expresses the focus of the study. A two-sentence title is also accepted. 
Use the following template to insert your manuscript into the individual article sections. Respect the layout and formatting.
Title
(optionally) Subtitle
First author´s name and surname
Institution of the first author
Second author´s name and surname
Institution of the second author

Abstract: Structured abstract is required, which is segmented into study aims, methods, study sample, results, discussion and conclusion. The abstract should be written in a single paragraph of 800 -1 500 characters.
Keywords: 5 - 6 terms that will be mainly used for indexing the study.
Introduction
This section introduces the study. It describes the study focus and its position within the pedagogical theories. The introduction culminates in stating the research problem that is being investigated and its rationale. Do not use the tab key or the space bar at the beginning of paragraphs.
Theoretical framework
The theoretical framework presents the theory upon which the research is based. It is strongly supported by the relevant literature. It is recommended to present the theoretical part in several sections.
Use italics to highlight selected parts of the text. Use italics also for in-text citations. Modes of in-text referencing: (Seale, 1999, p. 5; Guba & Lincoln, 2005; Morse et al., 2002).
Research section
Research aims express the purpose of the research. They should be concise and clear and specific enough to see how they guided the research. 
Research questions, or hypotheses serve to specify the research aims.
Research sample should describe in detail who were the study subjects and on what criteria their selection was made. It is advisable to present the research sample in a table. The sample table (Table 1) demonstrates the formatting of the table. The title is situated above the table.

In a qualitative study, the participants and the participants’ environment are described in detail. 
Research methods
Research methods section describes research methods and instruments used to collect data. In the case of quantitative research, research methods are described in detail (eg, questionnaires, scales, test, observation sheets etc.). If the research instrument was taken from another research, the method of its adaptation will be described. If a foreign instrument was used it is necessary to describe how fidelity of the translation has been ensured. It is recommended to describe the validity and reliability of the instrument. The full text of the research instrument is placed in the Appendix (unless its publication is banned because of copyright, eg an instrument is copywritten by an institution or company).
In the case of qualitative research, the research method, data collection and the form of data recording are described in detail. The researcher describes the procedure in such a way as it to provide researcher´s credibility to the reader. In a semi-structured interview, the questions frame will be presented. It also explains why particular questions have been asked. Data analysis is described in detail and shows the steps within which data were processed to create a theory.
Results
The results section informs about the research findings, however without their interpretation, which is place in the Discussion section. The accompanying comments are for explanatory purposes only. The results are divided into sections marked with headings, most often according to research questions. Sample table (Table 3):

Note: The scale used was from 1 (strongly disagree) to 5 (strongly agree). Student's t-test.
The statistical symbols for the measures of central tendency and variance, are written in italics both in tables and in the text: M (arithmetic mean), Md (median), Mo (mode), SD (standard deviation). Similarly, statistical significance symbols are written in italics: F, t, but not χ2.
In the text and in tables, statistical measures are used with two decimal places (eg r = 0.61)). However, values of p are written with three decimal places if the first decimal place is zero (eg p = 0.049; respectively p ≤ 0.000). The percentages are written in one decimal place, and in the text without decimal places. In the text, separate the number from the symbol with a space, eg, 83 %.
Graphs, diagrams, mind maps, and other non-tabular displays are referred to as figures (eg, Figure 1), with the title placed below the image, and are cantered on the page. Diagrams should be made as images in MS Word, using the Insert/Image commands.
If the figure was taken from other sources, this source will be listed. If the image relates to the research data of the submitted manuscript, it does not state "(author´s source)".

In qualitative research, the results are linked to authentic quotes of participants' statements and description of the environment, which are thoroughly interpreted. The entire process of interpretation leads to a theory generated by the researcher.
Discussion
The aim of this chapter is to interpret the study findings and links them to the literature in the field. It is appropriate to start with a brief presentation of the main findings and continue with an explanation of which assumptions have been met or refuted, and how they relate to the studies already published.
The limits of study express the author's critical relationship to the study. The author comments on issues such as a small or disproportionate research sample, unverified validity of the research instrument, shortcomings of self-rating scales, and the like. Research limits indicate a possible direction for improvement in a follow-up study.
Conclusion 
Conclusion summarizes the main findings and its implications for a follow up study or educational practice.
Either British or American English spelling can be used, but not both. The manuscript should be formatted in Times New Roman with single line spacing and paragraphs before 0p and after 6p. Font sizes should be as follows: Titles 14p, author´s names and surnames 12p, Abstract and Keywords in italics 10p, main text 11p and tables 10p. 
Avoid double spaces, hyphenation at the end of a line, highlighting parts of text with bold. Do not type words in uppercase, with space between letters or underlined, do not write entire words in capital letters, e.g. subtitles, quoted names.
Avoid unnecessary use of parentheses, e.g. to additional explaining of meanings and, if possible, do not use footnotes. Do not number the pages.
Use APA 7 reference style (2020).
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
